Abstract: The paper must have an abstract. The abstract should be self-contained and understandable by a general reader outside the context of the paper. Scientific or engineering symbols or acronyms should not be included inside the abstract. Font size should be 9 pt. The abstract size should not exceed 5 lines.
1. Introduction

The MAXIMUM paper length should be 1 page. Over length manuscripts are not accepted. The font should be Times New Roman. Section division is not required.
2. Title Section 1
The main text should be set in one-column format. Font size should be 10 pt. The first line of the first paragraph of a section or subsection should be left aligned. References in the text should be in square brackets [1-3].

3.  Figures, Photos, Tables, and Equations
Captions should be placed under the figures and the photos, and above the tables. Font size for the caption should be 10 pt.  Figure captions should be centered and table captions should be justified.
